The 12 and 13 year old girls and boys’ teams were also victorious in both their relays, highlighting Bourne and Zoggs’ sponsored Guildford’s dominance at the gala.

There were some fine individual swims as well, with the biggest personal best going to Alexandra Scholl in the 50m breaststroke which she won in 41.00, taking nearly 2 seconds off her previous best. She was followed by Martin Peters (12) who took 1.45 seconds off his previous best on his way to winning the 50m butterfly.
There also fine wins for Lewis Fisher (12), Emma Day (10), Mark Tuddenham (10), Eleanor Richards (11), Georgina Simmons (13), Rubens King (10), Hannah Dry (10), Edward Dyer (11), Emilia Taylor (11), Henry Goodlud (10), with many other personal best times too.
