The club (sponsored by Zoggs) had three girls from their top high performance squad achieve four final places in the Open Age Group at the British Gas National Championships. Ellen Thomas made the 50m Butterfly (8th) final after a very dramatic swim-off in 28.00 sec. Rachael Solway achieved two final places one in the 200mIM(6th) and the other in the 200m Breastroke(7th) and Hannah Shore had a wonderful 200m Butterfly race not only achieving 5th place but breaking the club record in doing so. This is the highest level of swimming in Great Britain and a mammoth achievement by the club. There was also success in the Age Group section.   12 year olds Emma Day who swam  in the 100m Backstroke, and 200m IM and Tilly Prowse in the 50m Freestyle. 13 year old Emilia Taylor competed in 100m Backstroke and15 year old Natasha Smith in the 100m and 200m Freestyle.
To say that the coaches were elated with these results is an understatement. 
Over the Easter weekend the club sent four competitors to the Welsh Nationals which were held at Swansea, two sisters Ella (15) and Meghan(12) Hatton, Ella gaining two Gold Medals and two Bronze Medals and two brothers, Ollie and Henry Goodlud (15 and 13). Ollie gained his first ever NQT swimming the 50m Freestyle in 25.79 sec.
There was one other meet that was held over the Easter weekend which was at Portsmouth in which Ollie Weedon (14) got his 100m Backstroke NQT.

Following on from this continued success the club had the chance to hold some training sessions at the Surrey Sports Park and try out the new facilities prior to some of their high performance squads moving in on a permanent basis  on the 19th April.
