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Guildford City Win Top Visiting Club at the Lincoln Vulcans Meet by a Landslide!

In a great display of strength, Guildford City went to Sheffield to take part in the Lincoln Vulcans Open Meet held at Ponds Forge. A mass of green could be seen on poolside, with a number of City youngsters competing at this prestigious venue for the first time.

There were medals galore for Guildford, who are sponsored by Zoggs and The Bourne Group, with a huge number of personal best times too, and some National and British Long Course Qualifying Times too!

Caroline Brady (16) was in superb form, and achieved National Qualifying Times in the 50m and 100m free with 27.91 and 1.00.31, with a further two in the 100m and 200m back with 1.08.56 and 2.25.70 respectively.

Natasha Smith (13) also swam superbly, with National Qualifying Times in the 50m free and 200m free – her times of 29.30 and 2.12.55 were also within the British Long Course Championship qualifying times! She also achieved her NQT in the 100m free with a new personal best of 1.02.81

Abi Munday (13) stormed to a new personal best time and NQT in the 200m IM with a great swim – her time was 2.30.23 – but the loudest cheer from the City ranks was heard when Captain Danny Anderson (18) set off at a blistering pace in his 100m breaststroke race – he was within the National Qualifying Time with a 1.09.03, his first ever NQT! His smile lit up the pool!

Guildford also came away with a huge number of medals, particularly from the very youngest swimmers! Anna Christiansen (9) took home 3 gold medals and 2 silvers, with 9 year old Finn Campbell taking a haul of 1 gold 2 silver and 1 bronze. Rubens King (10) was another medallist, with no less than 5 gold medals, 1 silver and 2 bronze. William Wood (9) was another of City’s youngsters to make an impression, winning 4 gold medals!

Other gold medallists were Cassie Jackson (9) with 2, Megan Hatton (9) also with 2, Christopher Green (9), Sophie Duplessis (10), Emma Day (10), Michael Ingram (13) who won 3, Sam Peters (16) with 2, Pavle Dimitrijevic (15), William Elliott (15), Emily Pinchin (15) with 2 golds, Rachael Solway (15), Charlotte Mann (15), John Hargan (14) with 2 golds, Tom Clarke (15) also with 2, Georgina Hellier (15) and Dave Lynch (18).

There were many other medals for Guildford, who took Ponds Forge by storm! Amongst the medallists were Georgina Simmons (12), Henry Goodlud (10), Charlie Pullan (9), Sian Aldred (16), Ann Hyams (17), Adam Reddings (17), Christina Holohan (13), Joanna Klaptocz (14), and Patrick Lynch (18).
Chief Coach Richard Garfield was very satisfied with the results and in particular winning the Top Club Award.

Renata Lee and Anna Antonovic both achieved 3 County Qualifying Times each, with 2 going to Lucy Sessions and Ella Martin. Sophie Duplessis, Amy Fisher, Charlotte Vodden, Marianne Richards and Connie Prowse all swam one County time too!

There were also many medals on the day, with 5 going to Anton Burtness (16), 4 for Sarah Mytton and Anna Antonovic, 3 for Jessie Stevens and 2 for Sam Tierney. Hugo Solway, Amy MacDonald and Amy Fisher all got one each.

It was a very successful meet for Guildford and crowned another outstanding weekend for Surrey’s Top Swimming Club.
