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Record-breaking 5th Consecutive Win For Guildford City Swimming Club!

For the first time in the Club’s history, Guildford City have won all three Surrey County Trophies – The Tinlin Cup for Top Age Group Club, The Jubilee Cup for Top Ladies Club and now the St James and Shand Trophy for Top Male Club!

With an astonishing final weekend of swimming, Guildford City Swimming Club demonstrated their dominance at the 2008 County Championships with a masterly display that saw them walk away with all the major trophies and accolades – this is the 5th consecutive year that Guildford have won Top Age Group Club.

The ‘mean green swimming machine’ was out in force on Saturday for the younger age group 50m and relay events – out of a total of 20 relay events over the 2 days, City won 10, came 2nd in 8 and 3rd in 2!

In the 50m free, fly breast and back events, youngster William Wood (9) won all but 1 event (winning silver in the 50m back), thus ensuring that he medalled in every event he entered, with 9 gold and 1 silver medal!

Emma Day (10) did win every event she entered so took home a clean sweep of gold medals – both these young swimmers also won their Bagcat age group categories and are therefore the best 9 and 10 year olds in the County!

But first and foremost this was a team effort, with every swimmer placing in the top 8 adding to the points total. It was the sheer depth and strength throughout all the age groups that ensured Guildford City’s resounding win!

The girl’s 10-year old 50m fly ably demonstrates this point – Guildford swimmers filled the top 5 places with Emma Day, Tilly Prowse, Claudia Harris, Hannah Dry and Cassie Jackson!

There were more 1-2-3 podium finishes too, in the 13-year old 50m breast (Abi Munday, Ella Hatton, Natasha Smith).

Across the age groups, Bagcat honours also went to Rose-Maria Griffith (9) and Tilly Prowse (10) in 2nd, Rubens King (10) 1st, Austin Kelly (11) 3rd, Alexandra Schol (12) 3rd, Martin Peters (12) 2nd and Abi Munday and Ella Hatton (both 13) 1st and 2nd respectively.

Sunday’s competition involved the 14 and over swimmers, and once more Guildford green was the colour of the day! The relays were very exciting, raising the noise level at the Spectrum, as was the case on the Saturday!

The girls 14-15 year old free and medley teams won gold (Georgina Hellier, Emily Pinchin, Rachael Solway and Jessie Fisher), with the under 16 A and B teams raising the biggest cheer from City parents when they came in 1st and 2nd in their 4 x 100m free and medley relays! The freestyle teams were Emily Pinchin (15), Ella Hatton (13), Abigail Munday (13) and Georgina Hellier (15) in the A team and Jessie Fisher (15), Chrissie Holohan (14), Natasha Smith (13) and Rachael Solway (15) in the Bs, while the medley team saw Ella Hatton, Rachael Solway, Jessie Fisher and Emily Pinchin represent the As while Charlotte Hards (13), Abi Munday, Chrissie Holohan and Georgina Hellier represented the Bs.

There were also golds for the over 16 girls free and medley relay teams, with Sian Aldred (17), Caroline Brady (16), Henrietta Dillon and Ann Hyams (17) in the free, with Charlotte Mann (16) replacing Ann Hyams in the medley.

The boys’ teams also medalled in their events – there were silver medals for the 14-15 free and medley teams comprising John Hargan (15), Michael Ingram (14), James Adams (15) and Tom Owen, with all 4 boys also winning bronze medals in both the free and medley relay under 16 events!

Another relay silver went to the 16+ medley team of John Ayling (17), Danny Anderson (18), Sam Peters (16) and Josh Williamson (27).

Chief Coach Richard Garfield and the entire coaching team were overjoyed with the results.

 “We always say that the results in the pool should do the talking. Once again we have spoken with our superb results across the broad range of ages, both boys and girls. When we started this program 10 years ago Guildford were ranked 11th in Surrey with very little prospect of success.
