The South East Regional Finals came to a close over the weekend 8/9 May at the Mountbatten Centre in Portsmouth where the Senior Girls relay squads triumphed winning the 400m/800m freestyle and coming 2nd in the 400m Medley. 

The first part of this trilogy of success started at the K2 Centre in Crawley on the 2nd May with Multi-Disability swimmer Tom Baxter achieving 1st in the 200m Freestyle and 2nd in the 50m Breastroke, the success of that day continued with Ellen Thomas 1st in the 200m Freestyle and Hannah Shore 2nd ,  Charlotte Hope 3rd ,  in the 50m Butterfly. The following weekend at the Mountbatten Centre in Portsmouth was just as successful with Tom Baxter 1st in the 50m and 100m Freestyle, Charlotte Hope making 4 finals: 1st in the 1500m Freestyle, Ellen Thomas winning two finals, 50m (County Record/ Club Record) & 200m Freestyle and 2nd in the 100m Freestyle, she also smashed another Club Record in the 100m Butterfly. Liam Man, Jessie Fisher and Ed Dillon were also finalists and Will Elliot gained 2nd in the 400m Freestyle. Head Coach Richard Garfield said,
